INVITATION

”Then who can be saved?” 

We encounter this important question in the Gospel for this Convention weekend 
(Mark 10:17–27). The disciples were astonished. Jesus had explained how difficult it is 
to enter the kingdom of God. A man, who had struggled to keep the commandments 

since his youth, went away sorrowful. He was told that his deeds were still not enough 
to inherit eternal life: “You lack one thing.”

Jesus continues by using an image: it is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a 
needle than for a rich person to enter the kingdom of God. Then the disciples were 

even more astonished and said to one another, “Then who can be saved?”

The bible text does not remain at the question—Jesus gives an answer to the disciples’ 
question.

Jesus’s answer to frightened and troubled people is the theme of this year’s Summer 
Convention in Larsmo. With man it is impossible, but not with God.

“Jesus looked at them and said, ‘With man it is impossible, but not with God. For all 
things are possible with God.’”

We gather for the Summer Convention in prayer that God, through His Word, may 
reveal the gift of salvation during these days. God’s will is that all people should be 

saved and come to the knowledge of the truth. Jesus is the way, the truth, and the life.

PRACTICAL INFORMATION
All gatherings with sermons, Holy Communion services, song services, and Sunday 
worship service are held in a large tent next to Larsmo Church.
The services are recorded and broadcast live via Radio LFF (98.0 MHz), YouTube, 
Larsmo Local TV, and lff.fi. Sunday’s worship service is also broadcast on Yle Vega.
A link to the broadcast is available on the website lff.fi. You can also find the 
broadcast by searching “LFF English” on YouTube.
The convention is trilingual. Interpretation into Finnish or Swedish takes place from 
the pulpit. Interpretation into English is provided separately and will be available via 
headphones on the area around the tents and through the English YouTube channel 
for the convention.
Headphones are available in the main tent.

Meeting Area and Parking
The convention area is located around Larsmo Church and the parish hall.
Parking is available in the fields surrounding the convention area. Please drive 
carefully when arriving and follow the instructions given by the parking attendants. A 
designated area is reserved for caravans and motorhomes, with electricity available.
An information point is located within the convention area. Restrooms are available 
outside the parish hall.

Catering
The main food and coffee service, including snacks, is organized in a large dining tent 
in the convention area. There are also additional sales points offering items such as 
hotdogs, ice cream, and sweets. Light refreshments are also served in the parish hall 
during breaks.
Please note: All catering services are paused during the Holy Communion service.
Price lists are available on the meeting grounds and on the website lff.fi. Payments 
can be made at the main cash desk, via bank transfer, or with MobilePay. The main 
cash desk is located at the information point.

The Summer Convention is a gathering in prayer around God’s Word, and also an 
opportunity for Christian fellowship.
